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Guidelines for sending articles to be published in Journal of Language and Linguistics:

The article should relate to the journal’s objectives and scope.

The article’s title should be clear and concise, with details of the author’s full name, academic
title, affiliation and contact addresses (i.e. postal and e-mail addresses).

The article’s abstract must be prepared in English with a maximum length of 300 words.

The article may be in the form of a general academic/conceptual paper, a research paper or a
book review.

The article may be written in either Thai or English. If the language used for writing is not the
author’s native language, the article must be thoroughly proofread by native speakers of the
respective language.

The article must not have been previously published or accepted for publication elsewhere.

In the event where a submitted article is rejected for publication, any hard or electronic copies of
the rejected article will not be returned to the author.

Each article will be peer-reviewed by at least 2 experts in the relevant fields.
